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Databases and Passwords

Below is a list of databases (and login information) which will be useful for your research.  The information in these databases is much more extensive than you’ll find in the Library, and much more reputable than you’ll find by just using Google!  You can also find all of these links on the Library’s website (Google “Canterbury High School Library”, under “Online Databases”) if you’d like to be able to click on the links!  The website, however, does not contain the passwords.

I would recommend starting any research with the Gale collection of databases (which is first in the table below).  When you click on the link for Gale, you will be given a (long) list of databases to choose from.  One particularly important database in this list (at the very bottom of the page…) is the Literature Resource Centre, which is ideal for your English courses.  The Ebsco collection (which is 3rd in the list below) also contains a few databases -  Canadian Points of View in particular is an excellent resource for your Social Sciences classes.

Fiction

Works of fiction (or, novels) are shelved alphabetically in the Library by author’s last name.  They can be found starting in front of the seminar rooms and continuing around the first stack of books.  The diagram on the right shows an example of a label you would find on the spine of Fiction books – F for fiction, then the first 3 letters of the author’s last name.  The example on the right shows what you’d find on the spine of Joseph Boyden’s book “Three Day Road.” You may also see a sticker below the label that will help you to select a particular kind or genre of book (for example, if you’re looking for Mystery, Romance, etc).  In this example, the author (Joseph Boyden) is Canadian, so there’s a Canadian flag on the label.   
Non-Fiction 
Non-fiction books are not shelved alphabetically by author’s last name (as novels are), but rather are organized by subject so that all books on a certain subject are grouped together.  Subjects are given a number between 1-999 (based on the Dewey Decimal System) - the main categories are listed below:  

	  000 – Computer science, information & general works

  100 – Philosophy and psychology

  200 – Religion

  300 – Social sciences

  400 – Language
	  500 – Science (including mathematics)

  600 – Technology

  700 – Arts and recreation

  800 – Literature

  900 – History, geography, and biography




The more precise the subject, the more precise the number gets.  For example, all books on Science can be found in the 500s. If you’re specifically looking for Science books on Chemistry, you’d look in the 540s.  Check the signs at the end of the stacks to direct you to the right place in the library and also to find more precise subject listings!
How to find books in the Library 

All of the Library’s books are catalogued in an electronic catalogue called Alexandria.  To search the catalogue:

· Open Internet Explorer from a computer in the school and Google “Canterbury High School Library” to find the Library’s website.  

· Click on “Alexandria Researcher” on the top right of the page.
· You can search for books by author, title, series or subject.  Enter the search word and then (afterwards!) click on the icon for either Author, Title, Series or Subject.  If you hit enter after your search word, it will search all of the categories (which is sometimes helpful too!)
· Be sure to note down the Call number (which will look something like “F ATW” for fiction and “759.2 MON” for non-fiction) so you can find the book in the Library.  Take this piece of paper with you and look at the signs at the end of the stacks of books to find the section your book should be in.

The Ottawa Public Library has many valuable resources available online. To access them:

· If you don’t have a public library card, you will need to get one from one of the public libraries.  As well as giving you access to any public library in Ottawa, this library card also gives you online access to their databases from home or school, including access to thousands of magazine articles, journal articles, images and much more.   Login using your library card number and your password (which is usually the last 4 digits of your phone number).
