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Below is an example of a References page based on the CSE (Council of Science Editors) format, which is required for all of your Science projects.  The examples below illustrate the most common formats and media you’ll encounter during your research.   






In-Text Citations:

Every fact, statistic, quotation, image or idea that is not your own requires an in-text citation in your research project.  The following are some examples of in-text citations which refer to the above References.  Be sure to read the notes on the right so that you’ll know when to use the different formats.




Databases 

I would recommend starting your research by going to one of the databases listed below.  The information in these databases is much more extensive than you’ll find in the Library, and much more reputable than you’ll find by just using Google! Finding Non-Fiction Books in the Library
Non-fiction books are organized by subject so that all books on a certain subject are grouped together.  Subjects are given a number between 1-999 (based on the Dewey Decimal System) - the main categories are listed below:  

	  000 – Computer science, information & general works

  100 – Philosophy and psychology

  200 – Religion

  300 – Social sciences

  400 – Language
	  500 – Science (including mathematics)

  600 – Technology

  700 – Arts and recreation

  800 – Literature

  900 – History, geography, and biography


The more precise the subject, the more precise the number gets.  For example, all books on Science can be found in the 500s. If you’re specifically looking for Science books on Chemistry, you’d look in the 540s.  Check the signs at the end of the stacks to direct you to the right place in the library and also to find more precise subject listings!


To search the Library’s catalogue, go to the Library’s website (Google “Canterbury High School Library”) and click on Alexandria Researcher on the right hand side.  When you have your search results, make sure the book is “In” on the right-hand side, then write down the book’s Call number.  If the book is a novel (which you likely don’t want), the Call number will start with an ‘F’, such as “F ATW”.  A non-fiction book will have a Call number that looks like: 532.1 EIN.
Entries are in alphabetical order and aren’t numbered.  Notice that the author’s name is written as last name then the first initials without a comma!

Book with 1-10 authors:


Author(s). Year. Book title.  Edition.  Place of Publication: Publisher.  





Book with editors instead of authors:


Editor Name(s), editors. Year. Book title.  Edition.  Place of Publication: Publisher.  





Website:


Title of website [Internet]. Date of publication.  Place of publication: Publisher; [date updated; date cited].  Available from: URL








Article in an online encyclopedia:


Author(s)if specified; if not start with the article title.  Year. Article title. In: Encyclopedia [Internet].  Edition. Place of publication: Publisher [date updated; date cited].  Available from: URL





Online document:


Author(s).  Date of publication. Title [Internet]. Edition.  Place of publication: Publisher; [date updated; date cited].  Available from: URL




















For a book with one author, the author’s last name is listed in brackets along with the year.  





If the author’s name is mentioned in the text, simply put the year in brackets after the author’s name.





Include a page number if you are citing a specific part of a document.  








If the document has two authors include both surnames.














 This claim was later refuted (Watson 2008).





Watson (2008) later refuted this claim.





“These results clearly contradict those published in 2004 by the Smith lab.” (Watson 2008, p.56).





This claim was later refuted (Davidson and Andrews 2009).
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Note that Gale includes a database called Science in Context





Note that there isn’t a hanging indent like with the MLA style in the CHS Style Guide

Punctuation always goes after the parentheses and there’s no comma before the year.
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
