· Feature uses vivid scene detail to transport the reader into the story

· Feature grabs your attention from the first few sentences and is written in a lively style
· Feature is forward-looking
SOURCES

· Feature provides a balance of perspectives -- all parties with a stake in the story are represented
· All individuals identified by their first and last names, and their connection to the story is made clear. (eg: “Jane Smith, a senior member of the Student Activist Group for the Environment (SAGE), has seen a lot of positive change with recycling habits.”)

CLARITY & MECHANICS
· Feature is coherently written from start to finish
· Spelling and grammar are perfect

· Long sentences and paragraphs are chopped down into shorter, more focused blocks of text

PHOTOGRAPHS – All useable photos have been adjusted in Adobe Photoshop. This includes:

· Resizing to 300 res

· Cropping out unnecessary details

· Adjusting light (levels)
DESIGN
· Feature laid out using correct InDesign CS5 template

· Text designed over 2 or 3 columns using correct font & size

· Feature employs engaging/clear photo and headline arrangement
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
